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This is the 4th version of the night hunting bakkie – this is a           
basic style I use that can be made to be a normal day to day 

ride and also a night hunting rig. 

 
My latest truck is a Toyota Double Cab and here are a few 

things I did to turn it into an all round hunting bakkie for kakalse. 

 
The first thing I did was fit out the back with a set of two seats 
for storing things such as camouflage nets and small stuff, all 

neat and tucked out of sight. 12v light and a compartment at the 
back behind the cab for storage also. 



Next was to fit a set of my custom made rifle racks at the back 
of the front seats. 

 
These are very nice indeed, and it keeps rifles out of the way

Next was to fit and get the GPS systems in place, I use a GPS 
GARMIN E TREX YELLOW and a GPS E TREX LEGEND HCX. 
 
These are placed on the dash to show me the way to points 
marked of or to show me the route back home, as driving on 
strange farms at night you can get lost fast, with these I can see 
the way home easily. I use two in case on goes battery dead, 
then I have a back up. 
 
 
 
Then to install a Garmin Nuvi 
1200 to show normal road 
maps to farms etc. It is a 
neat unit and simple to use 
ideal for me!  
 
 
 
 

 
 
 



 
Next was to give the bakkie a full service and steam clean. I am 
a perfectionist and like all my equipment to be perfectly clean 
and well cared for, this truck is now like new and is 100% 
mechanically top class, not a single thing is faulty. 
 

 
 
Next to fit railings, canvas, Hi Lift jack and odds, the bakkie is 
taking shape, and when the special custom canvas is fitted with 
that hole for the shooting chair we will be ready to rock and roll.

But first to fit red photographic filters to the lights, using red 
filters over the lights allows you to get closer to game at night. I 
cut the lens and it slips behind the headlight shields I fitted.

Here we are with the cattle rails and 7 hooks; it took 3 days to 
cut, weld, fit and paint, looks great now. All that we now need is 
the canvas and we are klaar!  
 
The prices of new cattle rails is a total rip off most times, these 
are bought from Gomboompie, I decided last year, I was going 
to start saving on as much as I can, instead of paying a persons 
business thousands – do it yourself, so instead of paying 
R6000-00 for new skaap trailes these cost me R500-00 2nd 
hand, I welded them and painted and done, cost me R700-00.

and this style of canvas, ideal for jakkals jag met  
n seil.

I have the canvas made with a hole on top with a zip that opens inside 
and on top, also has a Velcro seal, and then I open it at the spot and call, 
if the rain comes or gets cold and dew comes, I can close it fast, and I 
don’t get wet. 
 
The canvas has a bag on each side for my nets, SO THE NETS DON’T 
LIE INSIDE making everything wet! 
 
I have an opening at the back so I can close it after getting in and it 
keeps me nice and warm at night and as I said it’s nice if it starts raining, 
all you do is close the top! 
 
I have an extra top seal I can put over with Velcro edges JUST IN CASE 
the bakkie stands outside at night in rain – the big top keep any other 
rain out, so it has two tops. 
 
The fabric is nice and matches the Karoo and at night is invisible. If you 
drive far and it is sunny you can open the top and the back and the wind 
flows through keeping your fuel consumption lower from less wind 
resistance. 
 
The top when open also allows you to put some stuff on the roof while 
you swivel the chair if you want to, but it’s a nice platform and closes 
super fast from harsh weather conditions. 

 



 



Jag bakkie completed, I also included a rack behind the cab to 
store stuff like ammo etc while calling, a simple thing but a great 
help. 
 
This design of mine is often spoken about and many hunters 
have copied this style, you can go out and if bad weather 
comes, you just zip up and close it, nice and dry. 
 
I also have a spare cover that goes over the top and back that is 
100% waterproof, so if the bakkie stands at a farm in the rain I 
can close the back off totally. 
 
Great stuff…………..  
 
The final photos showing everything all closed and the extra 
cover if really needed.
