You cannot compare jackal hunting in the Free State to the 
Karoo, you cannot, the Free State has trillions of jackals, and one 
aspect makes hunting in Free State MORE effective, that’s being 
able to get to basically any place to call, in other words, you hunt 

Karoo – you drive on the roads, going off road is hard most 
times, over rocks and over hard Karoo bushes, fu&&ing up your 
bakkie underneath etc, and then most times you cant get to the 

place that looks good because of overgrown places or bad 
ground, BUT Free State you go basically all over, most is flat, 

soft nice ground and your bakkie does not have any stress 
placed on it. This is a major point, getting to any place to call, in 
the Karoo YOU CANNOT! So, already this gives you a better 

more result orientated evening.  
 

Also the very fact that you have no jackal proof fences makes it 
more easier to call jackals as they don’t come in and get blocked 
from reaching you because of fences, they hear that call from far 

and will get to you, UNLIKE the Karoo. 
 

Then, most places are flat and you can see for miles, top class 
for night vision, again the Karoo cannot offer you this major 

calling point, and most places in Karoo you are limited to spots 
as you get a lot of dead ground. 

 
Then the very fact that you are able to operate in most times - 
any weather pattern, example, Karoo it gets overcast and the 

rain comes, it falls for hours and an entire weekend is rained out, 
however in Free State the storm arrives, rains, and passes, and 

after that ten minutes later you can go gooi again! 
 

I hunted 3 times the past year in the Free State, in 3 hunts we 
called and killed 37 jackal, 3 Rooikatte and 2 groukatte, we 

missed I would say in total 5 jackal and one lynx. There is no 
ways or just about NO ways that a Karoo hunter will shoot 37 

jackals, 3 Rooikatte after 3 hunts, never. The Free State is very 
calling effective. 

 
 
 
 



If a guy wants to learn how to hunt jackal, the Free State is the 
place you go to, it offers so much more, and most times on many 
farms, well our places anyway you don’t have that slim “kakals 

probleem”, it is just far more effective. It is a fact that many jackal 
hunters don’t like coming to the Karoo as they don’t get the 

results they get back home in the “PLATSTAAT”. They are spoilt 
in Free State, hier in die Karoo sukkel n man! 

 
When I first started hunting in the Platstaat, I found it hard to 
understand, as I was so used to the Karoo, now I have been 

spoilt, so every hunt I do now I expect to shoot 8-10 a night but 
then I must remember I am sitting in the Karoo again, I found it 

hard to relate to the Free State in the beginning as its so flat and 
open, heck 3 jackals we called on two separate times, called 

them like 200m from the farmhouse! Die goed blaf om die huis! 
 

I have learnt a lot since I hunted the FREE STATE and then you 
know why so many movies get made and so many jackals are 
called and shot, well that’s why- because if all the mentioned 

things above, but the very fact that you can get to any place to 
call is one of the main reasons I love the FREE STATE, the 

Karoo cannot offer you that, unless you want your bakkie to be 
abused and damaged by rocks and bushes and just typical 

terrain found in the Karoo. 
 

You cannot compare the Free State and Karoo terrain and 
jackals; they are not nearly the same. It’s sort of like using night 
vision, when you use night vision the first thing you realise is that 
animals come in faster and they come closer, now when you call 
Free State it is similar, the jackals are far more quick to reply and 
come closer, like night vision except you are still using red lights. 

 
This is why I offer all my courses in the FREE STATE you cannot 
get a better place to offer them, it’s simply awesome. I say on my 

courses that the FREE STATE compared to the Karoo is like 
hunting crows with a rifle and shotgun, with a rifle I will shoot 1 
maybe 2 a day, but using decoys and a shotgun I kill over 1000 

crows a year, its like that, you cannot compare the Vrystaat 
kakalse to the Karoo kakalse. 



 
Don’t get me wrong, I am not saying it’s like shooting fish in a 

barrel, never will – jackals are skelm, and always clever to some 
point, but just generally they are easier to call in the FREE 

STATE, I would also say that in my last three hunts all the jackals 
we called about 99% of them all NEVER got the wind correct, 

they all fu&&ed up, but that’s to bad, but then again I don’t hunt 
with just one caller, I always use two and sometimes three to 

confuse them.
